* Open session: Every meeting of the council is open to the public. (It might not be open if the minimum of 2/3 of the
entire registered councilors approve or the chairperson decides not to do so for a public purpose.)

* Principle of session continuance: Any bill submitted to the council cannot be annulled for not being resolved during
a given session. If'the term expires, however, this principle is not applied.

» Principle of no dual deliberation: Any bill voted down at the council cannot be introduced or submitted during the
same session,

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The Geumcheon-gu Council, for efficient municipal governance, is authorized to point out and demand the correction of any
administrative impropriety of the Geumcheon-gu Office after correctly understanding its policy implementation status and acquiring
necessary data and information on its administration and budgetary administration. Such activity of the council must be conducted
during the 1st regular meeting of each year and its duration cannot exceed 7 days.

For the council to exercise its legislative and autonomous rights. those for financial planning and supervision of its administrative
counterpart in a proper and right way, a special committee can be convoked through a joint signature of at least 1/3 of all registered
councilors and a resolution at the plenary session. The special committee is authorized to investigate certain administrative affairs,
demand the correction of their impropriety and suggest some measures for such correction. In case it is necessary for its audit and
inspection of administrative affairs, the council can conduct an on-site investigation, demand certain documents to be submitted,
summon the district mayor, certain public emplovees or any interested party and require them to make a statement or give a
testimony under oath,

Anyone who gives a false testimony to the council can be charged by the council while a 5 million won-fine can be imposed on
anyone not present or refusing to give a testimony without any due reason despite his or her summons.

The Geumcheon district mayor and any related public employee, if requested, must present himself or herself'to the Geumcheon-
gu Council or its committee to report or make a statement or give an answer pertaining to certain administrative affairs.
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An ordinance refers to a tvpe of law, enacted by a local government through the resolution of the local council. The

ordinances of Geumcheon-gu can be regarded as the laws of Geumcheon-gu.

An ordinance must be enacted within the purview of its superior laws. It is neither allowed to be in conflict with them
nor contain something unfavorable, bevond the degree prescribed by them, for any citizen governed by it.

According to the present law, a lawful and legal commission must be accompanied to restrict any citizen's rights,

impose a duty on him or her or punish him or her while a local government is authorized to impose a fine, up to 10
million won, on anvone violating its ordinance.

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The budget of Geumcheon-gu is the financial resource for it to operate for a year. For a righteous and efficient
budgetary administration to be possible, a rational financial system is essential. The Geumcheon-gu Council stringently
deliberates and resolves upon the budget bill submitted by the district mayor of Geumcheon-gu so that the valuable tax
paid by district residents can be free from any misuse or waste. In the meantime, settlement refers to the procedure to
check if the budget is properly and lawfully used for a fiscal vear and acquire the council's approval regarding the matter.

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When a district resident wants to suggest or demand somethmg regarding mummpal govermnance, he or she can submit
a written proposal called a civil petition. Anyone who wants to submit a civil petition to the council must be introduced
by one of'its councilors firsthand.

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Geumcheon-gu, the southwestern center of Seoul, has been the central district of the Gyeonggi area for a long time.

Though the current area of Geumcheon-gu is said to have been governed by the Baekje Kingdom, there is no definitive
evidence to prove it. In the meantime, it was incorporated into the territory of the Goguryeo Kingdom in the late 4th
century, called Ingbeollo Province.

During the Goryeo Dynasty, it was called Geumju from 940, the 23rd year of King Tagjo's reign, and renamed into
Geumcheon Province in 1313, the 13th year of King Taejong's reign. The name of Geumcheon Province was used for
some 380 years until it was renamed into Shiheung Province in 1795, the 19th year of King Jeongjo's reign.

In 1895, the area was promoted into Shiheung County, governing what are now Geumcheon-gu. Yeongdeungpo-gu,
Dongjak-gu Gwanak-gu, Guro-gu, and part of Anvang City and Gwangmyeong City. Its county office was located in

what is now Shiheung 5-dong.

The area was incorporated i ngpa -gu in 1963 and Guro-gu in 1980,
